The following notes are intended as guidance whilst participating in any
Group event / ride out. Further information can be found in the IAM pub-
lication 0 Gr oup Or g a@amli $Se dvdiRbéedrenslan Collard or
myself.

Group rides are for Observers, Full Members and Associates
depending on the type of event that has been organised. It is recom-
mended that associates do not carry pillion passengers. Guests are no
longer permitted except IAM members from other groups.

Safety is paramount, ride with discipline and restraint. Remem-
beryou are representing the IAMvhilst out on a CWAM event of any

kind.

Youare responsible for your own actions

You should ride within your own capability at all times

You must exercisg/our ownjudgement

YouMUSTobey the Road Traffic Laws and follow the Highway
Code

You should know who the lead and tail riders are

If the rider behind you disappears from your mirrors, slow down
or stop.
The rider in front of you will then also stop, and even if the leader is not
in radio contact, eventually he / she will stop also

You should consider waiting at a junction as a marker for follow-
ing riders

Once a riding order has been established, it is not good practice
to overtake within the group.

Try to ride in staggered close formation in towns and dual car-
riageways
Inform the run leader if you decide to leave the ride out

Riders may be excluded if their actions are regarded as unsafe,
irresponsible, or could bring disrepute to The IAM

Try not to be critical of other riders within the group, not every-
one is as perfect as you!
